This template includes a process narrative (overview), Measurement methods, process 
owners, description of the process, a process map, and a control matrix.   
As well, 5 actual procedures have been developed and added to the CAPPA website for you to use 
as a guideline as you develop or enhance your own procedures.  
We are planning on developing documentation for all 34 ERCB non-compliance events but as we are 
all volunteers timing of completion is variable. This may take another year. The development has 
taken longer than expected as the committee has a lot of ownership in these processes and wants 
them to be as accurate as possible. 
Any senior production accountant who can spend some time as a subject matter expert is 
encouraged to contact CAPPA to volunteer in assisting this committee. 
The committee will also be working with our Seminars committee to develop a production accounting 
procedures and EPAP seminar for the fall.
